Introduction: key workers and travel

Seafarers are responsible for the carriage of around 60-70% of world trade by value, 80-90%
overall, and their work is especially important for developing economies.! Although trade was
reduced by SARS CoV-2, public health responses relied on essential goods, including food and
medical supplies, delivered by hundreds of thousands of international workers.

The majority of international seafarers perform shift work at sea on contracts of up to 11 months,
continually crossing borders. Outside of the cruise industry, a typical vessel will have a crew of
20-30 seafarers. In 2020, seafarers serving on internationally-trading merchant ships were
estimated at 1 892 720: 857 540 rankine officers. and 1 035 180 ‘ratines’ workine under them.”
